Earthquakes most often occur along existing faults:
planar fractures in a volume of rock, across which
there has been significant displacement as a result
of prior movement.

« Strike-slip faults are vertical I
(or nearly vertical) fractures

where the blocks have mostly Strike-slip
moved horizontally.
