Task 5

Create a list that contains all number between 0 and 100 which contain number 7. Use for loop
and if statement to accomplish this task. Your list should look like this: [7, 17, 27, 37, 47,57, 67,
70,71,72,73,74,75,76,77,78, 79, 87, 97].

Task 6

Complete Task 5 using the filter(lambda) approach. See class notes for an example of using
filter(lambda).
