Paraphrasing is the rewording
of something written or spoken by someone else.

The method to use when paraphrasing is L.R.R (Look up, Rewrite,
Reread) Look up key words that give meaning to each line, rewrite
words using synonyms or definitions, and then reread to check that the
meaning of the stanza is the same.
