PROBLEMS

1. (a) Draw the graph of the equation x2 + y2 − 16 = 0.
(b) Draw the graph of the equation (x− 2)2 + (y − 4)2 = 4.
(c) Draw the graph of the equation (x+ 2)2 + (y − 2)2 = 25.

2. Solve systems of linear equations by using either of the two methods: elimination or
substitution. Where possible graph both simplified equations on the coordinate plane to
show that your solution is indeed the intersection point of the two lines.

3x− 2y = −1

x+ y = 3

(b)

x+ 3y = −4

x− y = 0

1− x = 3(2x+ y − 1)

2 + 2x = 6(2x+ y − 1)

5x+ 12
y − 1

(4x− 2)(3y + 5) = (4y − 3)(3x+ 1)

4(y − 2)− 2(2x− 3) = 12
