a) 75% of the total sum was paid the first time, and 20% of the total sum was
paid the second time;

b) 75% of the total sum was paid the first time, and 25% of the remaining
amount was paid the second time?

Make a diagram. In which case was more paid?
Set up an expression based on the problem statement:

There are x liters of water in one bucket, 3 liters more in the second bucket, and
4 liters less in the third bucket than in the first. How many liters of water are
there in all three buckets?

A tank holds 1000 liters of water. Each day, 600 liters are used, and at night,
half of the amount that was in the tank in the morning is added. Will there be
enough water in the tank on Thursday morning if the tank was full on Monday
morning?
