1. The Hero/Protagonist The main character who goes on the
quest.

Simba

2. The Journey/Quest A physical or emotional trip, often to
a new or dangerous setting.

Fleeing the Pride Lands and living in
the jungle.

3. The Goal/Mission What the hero is trying to achieve. Returning home to defeat Scar and
take his rightful place.

4. Challenges/Obstacles Things that make the journey difficult
or dangerous.

Scar's betrayal, the stampede, the
Hyenas.

5. High Stakes Something important the hero could
lose if they fail.

The fate of the Pride Lands and his
family.
